Camp Rules

1. Attendance at all sessions is compulsory. Only a camp official may give exemption.

2.  All campers must live in their assigned dorms for the duration of the camp.

3. No camper is to leave the campgrounds without prior permission from a camp official.

4. Exchange visits between male and female dorms are expressly forbidden.

5. No eating is allowed in the dorms.

6. All illnesses must be promptly reported to the Camp Nurse.
7. Campers are expected to dress modestly and appropriately at all times, including at the Special Dinner. No ‘see through’ clothing, mini skirts/dresses, deep cut necklines showing cleavage or tight clothing. Men’s/women’s undergarments should not be showing above their pants/skirt waist. Tights do not substitute for slips. Ladies may not wear pants except on Sports Day. Spaghetti strap blouses/ dresses, shorts and sweat pants may be worn for ‘Keep Fit’ and Sports only.

8. All campers are expected to conduct themselves with respect and courtesy. All disputes are to be resolved in a manner that will not disrupt camp.

9. Money and other personal valuables are kept at owners risk. It is advisable to keep them on your person at all times. Campers should carry a lock to help secure valuables. We are NOT responsible for them.
10. Campers must not enter ‘out of bounds’ areas.

11. All cellular phones are to be tagged with your name. They are to be turned off during all sessions and left at the holding area. Violators will be penalized.

12. Campers are to take along at least one week’s supply of all medications they use on a regular basis. If not, they might be sent home early.
